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Angle Iron Scotty Dog

Several people told me they saw this Scottie dog at the
LaCrosse, WI ABANA Conference. A guy named
Monte Bygd from Eauclaire, WI had this Scotty in the
gallery. I later saw the Scotty in an Australian
blacksmithing newsletter.

In this article we will make a medium Scotty which is the most common.
Medium is a 4 1/4 inch length pattern using 1 1/2 inch x 1 1/2 inch angle.
The puppy version "Scooter Scotty" is 2 3/4 inch long, 1 inx 1 in angle,
and the large pattern is 8 3/4 inches long using 3 inx 3 in angle.

Step 1
stock: 4 1/4 inch length, 1 1/2 in X 1 1/2 in angle iron, 1/8 inch thick
Layout pattern to inside of angle.

Tools Used: forging hammer face and
cross peen face, wide V block, eye
punch

Step 3 Get it hot and flatten the angle pattern.
Step 2 On each side of ear drill 1/4 in hole. Cut out both Break the top edge of the angle but don't flatten

sides to make one pattern. Always cut on the line. Cutting the ridge completely
outside the line will increase the pattern.

Where holes are drilled, I cut
with a Portaband (portable band
saw) on the lines and file the top
of the drilled hole to square
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Step 4 Get it hot. With a regular forging hammer on the edge of the anvil
forge the tail 1/2 inch long
